APPEAL 
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine 

to the governments and parliaments of foreign states, 
international organizations and parliamentary assemblies 

on commemorating the victims of the genocide of the Crimean Tatar people and 
consolidating the efforts of the international community to respond to violations of 
human rights and freedoms by the russian federation in the temporarily occupied 

territory of Ukraine

Reaffirming respect for the Charter of the United Nations, the Universal 
Declaration of Human Rights of 1948, the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment 
of the Crime of Genocide of 1948, the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights 
and Fundamental Freedoms of 1950, the International Covenant on Civil and Politica! 
Rights of 1966, the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights of 
1966, the Council of Europe Framework Convention for the Protection of National 
Minorities of 1995, and the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous 
Peoples of 2007,

guided by the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine "On Indigenous Peoples 
of Ukraine", Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine "On Recognizing the Genocide 
of the Crimean Tatar People" No. 792-VIII of 12 November 2015, Resolution of the 
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine "On the Statement of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine 
concerning Guarantees of the Rights of the Crimean Tatar People within the Ukrainian 
State" No. 1140-VII of 20 March 2014, and Decree of the President of Ukraine No. 
293/2026 of 2 April 2026 "On Certain Issues concerning Ensuring the Rights of the 
Crimean Tatar People",

recalling Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine "On the Appeal of the 
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to the United Nations, the European Parliament, the 
Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe, the OSCE Parliamentary Assembly, the 
NATO Parliamentary Assembly, the PABSEC, and the Governments and Parliaments of 
the States of the World on Commemorating the Victims of the Genocide of the Crimean 
Tatar People and Condemning Violations by the russian federation, as the Aggressor 
State, of the Rights and Freedoms of the Crimean Tatar People" No. 639-IX of 2 June 
2020, and Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine "On the Appeal of the Verkhovna 
Rada of Ukraine to the Governments and Parliaments of Foreign States, International 
Organizations and Parliamentary Assemblies on Commemorating the Victims of the 
Genocide of the Crimean Tatar People and Consolidating Efforts to End Violations of the 
Rights and Freedoms of the Crimean Tatar People by the russian federation" No. 4432-IX 
of 14 May 2025,

proceeding from the non-recognition of the illegal attempted annexation by the 
russian federation of part of the territory of Ukraine, in particular the Autonomous 
Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, which constitutes a violation of the state 
sovereignty, independence and territoria! integrity of Ukraine within its internationally 
recognized border, including its territoria! sea, as well as an unlawful act and a serious 
threat to the entire architecture of international security and the rule of law,

welcoming the adoption of the judgments of the European Court of Human Rights 
in the cases of "Ukraine v. rf (re Crimea)" of 25 June 2024 and "Bekirov and Others v. rf" 
(70557/14) of 20 January 2026, as well as the decision of the United Nations Human 
Rights Committee in the case of "Bratsylo and Others v. rf" (3022/2017) of 23 May 2024, 
which confirmed Ukraine’s state sovereignty over the temporarily occupied Crimean 
Peninsula, recognized as unlawful the application of russian legislation in temporarily 
occupied Crimea, and acknowledged the discriminatory persecution of Crimean Tatars 
for their resistance to the russian occupation regime,

emphasizing that a condition for restoring a comprehensive, just and lasting peace 
for Ukraine is the restoration of its territoria! integrity within its internationally 
recognized border, including its territoria! sea, which requires the de-occupation of the 
Crimean Peninsula;

calling, in this regard, for increased pressure on the russian federation to 
implement the recommendations of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe 
adopted at its 1521st meeting on 4-6 March 2025 (CM/Notes/1521/H46-29), in order to



end the human rights violations identified by the European Court of Human Rights in the 
case of "Ukraine v. rf (re Crimea)" of 25 June 2024, in particular to immediately release 
all Ukrainian politica! prisoners and unlawfully detained servicemen and civilians, and to 
end all discriminatory practices against citizens of Ukraine on the territory of the Crimean 
Peninsula, including the persecution of Crimean Tatars on ethnic grounds,

recalling that since 2014 citizens of Ukraine, including representatives of the 
Crimean Tatar people, have become victims of international crimes committed by 
representatives of the occupation administration of the russian federation in temporarily 
occupied Crimea, which the Office of the Prosecutor of the International Criminal Court 
preliminarily qualified in 2020 as war crimes and crimes against humanity under the 
provisions of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court, including wilful 
killings, torture, enforced disappearances, arbitrary deprivation of liberty, unlawful 
deportation of prisoners to the territory of the russian federation, compelling service in 
the armed forces of the russian federation, appropriation of private property and cultural 
property, and discriminatory persecution on politica! grounds,

drawing attention to paragraph 11 of Resolution No. 2621 of the Parliamentary 
Assembly of the Council of Europe of 1 October 2025, according to which the deliberate 
actions of the russian federation aimed at changing the demographic composition of the 
population in the temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine, in particular in the 
Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, by displacing citizens of 
Ukraine and transferring en masse the civilian population of the aggressor state to the 
said territory of Ukraine, are recognized as an element of a planned policy of colonization, 
which, pursuant to Article 8(2)(b)(vii) of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal 
Court, constitutes a war crime,

emphasizing the need for firm and unwavering support for the efforts of the 
International Criminal Court aimed at holding accountable representatives of the russian 
federation responsible for committing war crimes and other crimes in Ukraine and 
against our state, including crimes committed in temporarily occupied Crimea since 2014, 
in particular those already preliminarily identified by the Office of the Prosecutor of the 
International Criminal Court in 2020,

seeking to ensure just punishment for persons responsible for unleashing and 
waging an aggressive war against Ukraine, noting the signing on 25 June 2025 of the 
Agreement between Ukraine and the Council of Europe on the Establishment of a Special 
Tribunal for the Crime of Aggression against Ukraine, as well as the intention of the 
Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe to adopt, on 15 May 2026, a decision 
approving the Enlarged Partial Agreement on the Management Committee of the Special 
Tribunal for the Crime of Aggression against Ukraine,

highlighting the need to ensure compensation for damage caused to victims of the 
armed aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine and of the crimes 
accompanying it since 2014, including damage resulting from unlawful acts committed 
against representatives of the Crimean Tatar people in temporarily occupied Crimea, as 
established by the European Court of Human Rights and preliminarily identified by the 
Office of the Prosecutor of the International Criminal Court,

emphasizing the need to respond to the call of the Parliamentary Assembly of the 
Council of Europe under paragraph 17.3 of Resolution No. 2606 of 24 June 2025 to join 
the relevant negotiation process aimed at expanding the mandate of the Register of 
Damage Caused by the Armed Aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine and 
of the International Compensation Commission for Ukraine as the first two elements of 
the international compensation mechanism for Ukraine, with a view to duly ensuring 
compensation for damage, loss or injury caused by the unlawful actions of the russian 
federation not only since the beginning of the full-scale armed invasion of Ukraine by the 
russian federation on 24 February 2022, but since the beginning of the armed aggression 
of the russian federation against Ukraine on 19 February 2014,

recalling the findings of the European Court of Human Rights in its judgment in
the case of "Ukraine and the Netherlands v. rf" of 9 2025 that the unprovoked full-
scale armed invasion of Ukraine by the russian federation on 24 February 2022, which is 
a continuation of the ongoing aggressive war of the russian federation against Ukraine 
since 19 February 2014, is aimed at destroying Ukraine as an independent sovereign state 
and subordinating Ukrainians and Crimean Tatars living in the Autonomous Republic of

Crimea to russian control and influence, and that russian territoria! ambitions are not 
limited solely to the territory of Ukraine,

taking into account the judgment of the International Court of Justice of 31 
January 2024 in the case concerning the application of the International Convention for 
the Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism and of the International Convention on 
the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination, "Ukraine v. the russian federation", 
in which the Court, while examining the failure of the russian federation to comply with 
the order indicating provisional measures of 19 April 2017, concluded that the continued 
maintenance by the russian federation of the ban on the activities of the Mejlis of the 
Crimean Tatar People constitutes a violation of the said order of the International Court 
of Justice;

condemning the occupation regime, which institutionalizes the persecution of 
Ukrainians as "foreigners" on their own land or, through forced passportization carried 
out contrary to the norms of international humanitarian law, treats them as "citizens of 
the russian federation" upon whom obligations of loyalty to the occupation regime are 
unlawfully imposed under threat of administrative and criminal liability,

emphasizing, in this connection, that the complete de-occupation of the 
temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine is a necessary condition for the restoration and 
preservation of the rights of the Ukrainian people and the indigenous peoples of Ukraine, 
in particular the Crimean Tatar people, whose exercise of rights under the United Nations 
Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples of 2007 and the Law of Ukraine "On 
Indigenous Peoples of Ukraine" is inextricably linked to their historica! homeland, Crimea, 
which is an integral part of the territory of Ukraine,

drawing attention to the extremely difficult conditions in which the Crimean Tatar 
people have lived for more than 12 years under russian occupation, suffering systematic 
repression while at the same time not abandoning their aspiration to liberate the territory 
of Crimea from russian invaders and to secure their rights on their native land, which is 
possible only through the restoration of Ukraine’s territoria! integrity within its 
internationally recognized border, including its territoria! sea,

underscoring that Ukraine’s accession to the European Union and its integration 
into international security formats are strategically important elements of the post-war 
recovery of the Crimean Peninsula, creating the foundations for ensuring security and 
effectively countering the aggressive policy of the russian federation, and must also be 
accompanied by joint work on measures to restore the de-occupied territory of Ukraine, 

remembering the tragic consequences of the unlawful actions and acts of genocide 
committed by the communist totalitarian regime, which on 18 May 1944 adopted the 
decision to deport the Crimean Tatar people from Crimea, as a result of which the 
Crimean Tatar people suffered horrific losses,

recalling the efforts of the communist totalitarian regime to destroy the historica! 
memory of the Crimean Tatar people after their deportation, in particular through the 
mass renaming of hundreds of toponyms of the Crimean Peninsula connected with 
Crimean Tatar historica! and cultural heritage, and noting the importance of restoring the 
historical toponymy of the Crimean Peninsula,

expressing gratitude for the adoption by the parliaments of the Kingdom of the 
Netherlands, the Republic of Latvia, the Republic of Lithuania, Canada, the Republic of 
Poland, the Republic of Estonia and the Czech Republic of decisions recognizing the 
deportation of the Crimean Tatar people from Crimea in 1944 as an act of genocide,

reaffirming the inalienable right of the Crimean Tatar people to freely pursue their 
political, economie, social and cultural development within Ukraine, notwithstanding 
persecution by the communist totalitarian regime, the occupation of the Crimean 
Peninsula ongoing since 2014, and systematic repression by the russian occupation 
administration,

taking into account, in this context, Order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine 
No. 303-r of 3 April 2026, according to which the Mejlis of the Crimean Tatar People was 
assigned the legal status of the representative body of the Crimean Tatar people, opening 
the way for the exercise of the relevant rights under the Law of Ukraine "On Indigenous 
Peoples of Ukraine",

emphasizing the unwavering nature of Ukraine’s state policy aimed at protecting 
the rights of citizens of Ukraine, in particular through the implementation of guarantees



provided for by the Law of Ukraine "On Indigenous Peoples of Ukraine", and its further 
development on the foundations of Ukrainian statehood, historica! memory, and respect 
for the rights and heritage of the indigenous peoples of Ukraine, in particular the Crimean 
Tatar people,

in connection with the commemoration of the Day of Remembrance of the Victims 
of the Genocide of the Crimean Tatar People and paying tribute to representatives of the 
Crimean Tatar people who suffered in the struggle against the russian occupiers,

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine calls upon the governments and parliaments of 
foreign states, international organizations and parliamentary assemblies:

to join, on 18 May, in commemorating the victims of the genocide of the Crimean 
Tatar people and to join the states which, by their decisions, have recognized the 
deportation of the Crimean Tatars from Crimea in 1944 as an act of genocide of the 
Crimean Tatar people;

to adhere to the policy of non-recognition of the illegal attempted annexation by 
the russian federation of part of the territory of Ukraine, including the territory of the 
Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, and to emphasize the need 
for their earliest possible de-occupation as a prerequisite for ending the armed 
aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine and restoring a comprehensive, just 
and lasting peace for Ukraine, which is a necessary condition for ensuring and fully 
realizing the rights of the Crimean Tatar people within Ukraine;

to condemn the unlawful designation by the russian federation of the 
representative body of the Crimean Tatar people, the Mejlis of the Crimean Tatar People, 
as an extremist organization and the ban on its activities in the temporarily occupied 
territory of Ukraine, in particular in temporarily occupied Crimea, and to undertake 
politica! and diplomatic efforts to increase international pressure on the russian 
federation with a view to lifting this illegitimate ban and preventing further unlawful acts;

to take measures of diplomatic and legal pressure on the russian federation to 
ensure the implementation of the judgments of the European Court of Human Rights in 
the cases of "Ukraine v. rf (re Crimea)" of 25 June 2024, "Ukraine and the Netherlands v. 
rf" of 9 July 2025, and "Bekirov and Others v. rf" (70557/14) of 20 January 2026, the 
recommendations of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe adopted at its 
1521st meeting on 4-6 March 2025 (CM/Notes/1521/H46-29), the decision of the United 
Nations Human Rights Committee in the case of "Bratsylo and Others v. rf" (3022/2017) 
of 23 May 2024, and other future decisions of international judicia! and other 
institutions, with a view to ending human rights violations in the temporarily occupied 
territory of Ukraine, releasing all Ukrainian politica! prisoners and civilians unlawfully 
detained by the occupiers, including representatives of the Crimean Tatar people, and 
compensating them for physical, moral and other harm caused, defining the full 
implementation of the said decisions as an integral condition for restoring a 
comprehensive, just and lasting peace for Ukraine;

to provide all necessary legal, political, resource and other support to the 
International Criminal Court to ensure the effective investigation and prosecution of 
persons responsible for war crimes and other crimes committed by the russian federation 
during its armed aggression against Ukraine, in particular in temporarily occupied Crimea 
since 2014, including by facilitating the issuance of relevant arrest warrants, taking into 
account the preliminary legal qualification by the Office of the Prosecutor of the 
International Criminal Court of the relevant acts in temporarily occupied Crimea as war 
crimes and crimes against humanity in 2020 under the Rome Statute of the International 
Criminal Court, including wilful killings, torture, enforced disappearances, arbitrary 
deprivation of liberty, forcible transfer, unlawful deportation of prisoners to the territory 
of the aggressor state, compelling service in the armed forces of the russian federation, 
appropriation of private property and cultural property, and discriminatory persecution 
on political grounds;

to provide all necessary legal, political, resource and other support to the process 
of launching and further functioning of the Special Tribunal for the Crime of Aggression 
against Ukraine, with a view to ensuring that the military and political leadership of the 
russian federation is held individually criminally accountable for the planning, 
preparation, initiation and commission of the act of aggression against Ukraine, including



the temporary occupation and illegal attempted annexation of part of the territory of 
Ukraine, in particular the Crimean Peninsula;

to recognize the need to expand the mandate of the Register of Damage Caused 
by the Armed Aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine and of the future 
International Compensation Commission for Ukraine as the first two elements of the 
international compensation mechanism for Ukraine, with a view to ensuring 
compensation for damage, losses or injury caused by the unlawful actions of the russian 
federation not only from 24 February 2022, but also starting from 19 February 2014, 
together with those caused to representatives of the Crimean Tatar people in temporarily 
occupied Crimea, and to take measures to join the relevant negotiation process in order 
to adopt a politica! and legal decision on expanding the mandate of the said elements of 
the mechanism and ensuring the effective realization of the right to compensation for all 
victims;

to strengthen support for Ukraine and pressure on the russian federation as the 
aggressor state, using all possible military, sanctions, political, diplomatic and economic 
mechanisms with a view to ending violations by the russian federation of generally 
recognized principles and norms of international law, as well as ensuring compliance with 
the demands of the international community, in particular regarding the de-occupation 
and restoration of Ukraine's territoria! integrity within its internationally recognized 
border, including its territoria! sea;

to continuously support, until the de-occupation of the entire temporarily 
occupied territory of Ukraine, the adoption of the annual resolution of the United 
Nations General Assembly "Situation of human rights in the temporarily occupied 
territories of Ukraine, including the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of 
Sevastopol", which reflects the real state of affairs under temporary occupation and 
serves as a constant reminder that compliance with international human rights law and 
international humanitarian law is systematically rendered impossible by the unlawful 
actions of the russian federation;

to participate directly in events within the framework of the International Crimea 
Platform at the governmental and parliamentary levels, with a view to facilitating the 
restoration of Ukraine's state sovereignty and territoria! integrity within its 
internationally recognized border, including its territoria! sea;

to support the development of Ukrainian and Crimean Tatar studies in leading 
academie and educational centers abroad;

to support Ukraine on its path towards accession to the European Union and its 
integration into international security formats as strategically important elements of the 
post-war recovery of the temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine, ensuring security and 
stability in the Black Sea region, deterring the russian federation, and preventing the 
recurrence of armed aggression against Ukraine in the future.
